Community Money Advice provide free advice for any debt, including rent, utilities, council tax, water, as 

well as credit cards and loans. We contact creditors for clients and ask for holds on collection. We can provide 

60 days breathing space for most debts, which hold any enforcement action including bailiffs, evictions and 

County Courts.
